Historical Hall Rental

Rental of the premises by responsible organizations of an educational, cultural, or historical nature is permitted for meetings and/or museum tours.  The Hall may not be used as a regular meeting place for any organization; annual use may be permitted, according to the Historical Society’s schedule.

Rental Guidelines:

1. No more than 100 people can be accommodated, per order of the Fire Department.

2. All arrangements must be made in advance with Ms. Jane Hennedy, Director.

3. No smoking or open flames are permitted in the building.

4. The Hall is a museum display area and special attention must be given to the museum objects; none of the museum objects may be used, moved, or touched.
5. No flash photography is permitted in the building.

6. Serving of light refreshments (coffee, punch, finger food) is permitted by prior arrangement. 

7. Food must remain in the auditorium and kitchen only.  

8. Alcoholic beverages may be served by prior arrangement only; any alcohol must be served by a caterer with a liquor license, preferably by a bartender with TIPS training.

9. Groups are expected to leave the premises clean; floors must be swept, dishes done (there is no dishwasher), restrooms and kitchen tidied, chairs straightened, and cigarette butts removed from grounds.

10. All trash must be removed from the property.

11. Floral deliveries and any musicians or other vendors must be coordinated in advance with OCHS staff, and the renter is responsible for any payments.

12. The Old Colony Historical Society can provide:

a. Staff to facilitate and answer questions; staff to give tours by prior arrangement

b. 100 chairs, 4 rectangular tables, 2 card tables, 1 piano 

c. lectern, sound system, slide projector, LCD projector, and screen

d. other tableware by prior arrangement only
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13. Renter must provide:

a. All food and beverage items.

b. All set-up, serving, and clean-up labor.

c. All appropriate table linens, tableware, plastic wrap and storage bags, etc.

14. Proposed decorations, banners, etc. in the hall should be cleared in advance with the staff, and nothing may be attached to the walls.

15. The renter is liable for any damage caused by their event beyond usual wear and tear.

16. These regulations may be amended at any time by the Old Colony Historical Society as needed for the safety and protection of persons, collections, and the building.
